During Air Travel
If you bring liquids in a carry-on bag:
e Each liquid must be in a small container (3.4 oz / 100 ml or less)

e All containers must fit into one clear, quart-size bag

e Each passenger is allowed one liquid bag

Items that exceed these limits must go in checked baggage +1-888-738-0812.

After You Reach the Cruise Terminal
When boarding your Royal Caribbean ship:

e Full-size toiletries are acceptable
e Sunscreen, lotions, and cosmetics are permitted

e Cruise luggage is not subject to airline liquid limits
